Migrants die of thirst off N African coast

Fifty-four people trying to reach Italy from Libya have died of thirst after a
15-day voyage in which their rubber boat gradually deflated, the United
Nations Refugee Agency (UNHCR) has said, citing the sole survivor.
The agency said on Tuesday that the only survivor, an Eritrean national,
was rescued by the Tunisian coastguard in a state of advanced
dehydration and clinging to the remains of the boat after being spotted by
fishermen the previous night. The Eritrean said that he left Libya towards
the end of June as part of a 55-strong group, half of whom came from
Eritrea. "He told us that there were immediately problems on the boat, that
unfortunately they weren't even allowed to take a bottle of water and so
once they got lost and the voyage went on, people started to feel unwell
and die because of the lack of water,” Laura Boldrini, a UN

spokeswoman, told reporters.

CoE Human Rights Commissioner Welcomes Italian
Declarations that Migrant Push-Back Policy Will No
Longer Be Applied

Council of Europe Human Rights Commissioner Nils Muiznieks completed
a four day visit to Italy between 3-6 July. The visit was “focused on the
human rights of Roma and Sinti and on the human rights of migrants,

including asylum seekers.” A report on the visit will be issued in the future.

In the meantime the Commissioner released a statement on 9 July in which
he “welcomed recent declarations [in Italy] at the highest political level that
the ‘push-back’ policy will no longer be applied, in the light of the Hirsi
Jamaa judgment of the Strasbourg Court [and stated his appreciation for]
the efforts throughout the country to accommodate persons arriving from
North Africa in the first half of 2011...” The Commissioner further
‘recommended that the system of reception centres be unified,
guaranteeing an adequate level of protection everywhere and capable of
responding to fluctuating migratory flows. The Commissioner also pointed
out that once officially recognized, refugees and other beneficiaries of
international protection do not receive the crucial support they need to
integrate into Italian society, and are therefore forced to live in destitute
conditions. The Commissioner said ‘| personally witnessed the intolerable
circumstances faced by 800 such persons, struggling to survive in an

EGYPT-LIBYA: Misery for stranded refugees

SALLOUM, 11 July 2012 (IRIN) - Salloum camp in western Egypt about
5km from the Libyan border is home to about 2,000 refugees, failed asylum
seekers and third country nationals who fled Libya in 2011 and cannot
return to their countries of origin. “The situation here is so miserable,” said
Al-Hag Al-Hassan Jabir, a North Darfuri engineer who worked in Libya for
25 years before fleeing to Salloum with his wife and two young children in

May 2011. “But staying here is better than going back home.” Community

leader Elham Mohamed Garelnabe said the camp faces a security threat
from Libyans across the border despite being built in an area controlled by
the Egyptian military. “Sometimes, there are clashes between Libyans and
the refugees... Libyans have threatened to burn the camp,” said
Garelnabe, adding that refugees have set up committees to provide
security around the camp. [...]JHowever, the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR)
and the Egyptian army have agreed to set up a new fenced camp closer to
the Libyan border, administered solely by UNHCR, and due to open in early
August 2012.[...] Resettlement is a priority so the camp can be closed by
the end of 2013, said Nteziriba [the UNHCR head in Salloum]. “Unless
there are unforeseen or exceptional circumstances, it won’t be longer than

that,” he said. About 300 people have been resettled since February 2011.

Number of Syrian refugees triples to 112,000 since
April

GENEVA, July 17 (UNHCR) — The UN refugee agency said on Tuesday the
number of Syrian refugees that it has registered or assisted in Iraq, Jordan,
Lebanon and Turkey has almost tripled since April to 112,000, mostly
women and children. The actual number of Syrian refugees is thought to be
significantly higher, as many people seek to be registered only when they

run out of resources.[...]



In Jordan, more than 33,400 Syrians are now registered with UNHCR.
Almost 80 per cent of them registered in the past four months. This
exceeds the number of Iraqi refugees registered in Jordan (29,091).

The total number of registered Syrians in Lebanon has reached some
28,100 refugees with a further 2,000 Syrians receiving assistance while
waiting for registration. Security is a concern, with up to 800 Syrian
refugees currently being hosted in villages in a precarious zone along the

Lebanese-Syrian border.

In Iraq, the number of Syrian refugees of Kurdish origin registered with
UNHCR and the Iraqi Department of Displacement and Migration in the
Kurdistan Region has almost tripled since April, with more than 6,500
registered and over 1,400 awaiting registration. The camp in Domiz, close
to Dohuk, is currently hosting about one third of the Syrian refugee

population, with plans in development to relocate more refugees there.

BEIRUT: With no end in sight to Syrians seeking refuge in Lebanon nearly
a year and a half into the country’s popular uprising, now publicly termed
an internal armed conflict by the Red Cross, some are pushing for Lebanon
to set up camps for the displaced. “We want to make sure that the victims
are the ones who get help,” International Committee for the Red Cross
spokesperson Alexis Heeb told The Daily Star. [...]JAdvocates for camps
argue that this would ease the economic burden on Tripoli and surrounding
areas, where most of Lebanon’s almost 30,000 registered Syrian refugees
are staying, and where there is already severe poverty. They could provide
resources such as education and job training that are currently unavailable
to Syrian families staying in Lebanon and give the refugees a relatively
safe place to stay compared with the makeshift housing where they
currently reside, which makes them vulnerable to harsh weather and cross-
