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1. CIVIL SOCIETY FACILITY TURKEY PROGRAMME: SİVİL DÜŞÜN
1.1. Background

A strong civil society is a crucial component of any democratic system. From an EU perspective, civil society participation is indispensable to a genuine democracy. Civil society participation means the participation of citizens in the making and implementation of the policies and decisions that impact their lives. The EU attaches great importance to the deepening of civil society participation in Turkey, like in other candidate countries or in the EU.
Since several years, in Turkey the EU has been supporting Civil Society through different programmes. In 2010 and 2011, two major consultations of civil society were carried out by the EU Delegation. These consultations were done on line and through meetings in over 11 cities in Turkey. Overall more than 730 organisations and individuals were involved. The consultations focused on how the EU could improve its support to Civil Society in Turkey. As a result of this process a set of "Guiding Principles for EU Support to Civil Society in Turkey” were adopted:

Moreover, the feedback received by Civil Society Organisations and individual activists was used by the EU to prepare a new programme to support Civil Society in Turkey. This new programme is called "Sivil Düşün" and it aims to contribute to promote democratic values and structures, human rights, social inclusion and the rule of law, thereby supporting the EU integration process. The specific focus of the Sivil Düşün EU Programme is to improve the environment for active citizenship and to strengthen the capacity of organised active citizens in the country. Sivil Düşün is a long term programme with different support mechanisms, targeting activists, civil society organisations, networks and platforms. 
To achieve these objectives, Sivil Düşün comprises the following components:

· A grant scheme to support networks and platforms in Turkey

· Micro-sub grants (financial support to third parties) to support civil society in action

· Direct support to activists

· Awareness  of CSOs of the EU support to Civil Society in Turkey and about the possibilities offered by  Sivil Düşün

Therefore, this call for proposal is a part of the Sivil Düşün EU programme, and covers specifically the first two components of the programme. More information on the Sivil Düşün EU programme can be found at: www.sivildusun.eu
1.2. OBJECTIVES OF THE PROGRAMME AND PRIORITY ISSUES
The global objective of this Call for Proposals is to contribute to the development of a more dynamic civil society actively participating in public debate on democracy, human rights, social inclusion and the rule of law and with capacity to influence policy and decision making processes.
This call for proposal has the following two specific objectives:
Specific objective 1: The specific objective 1 of this Call for Proposals is to contribute to the strengthening of capacities of existing or new national, regional (in the sense of regions within Turkey), local and/or thematic platforms and networks of Civil Society Organisations (CSOs) to give citizens a voice and influence public sector reform processes through their activities. 
For the purpose of this call for proposals, a network or platform should be understood as a group of CSOs with separate legal entities that come together for joint action(s) to achieve a common objective. The joint action(s) of the network or platform can be in the same thematic area or can be cross-thematic (mainstreaming purposes). The duration of the joint action can be open ended in nature or limited in time in view of achieving a well defined and commonly agreed objective. A network or platform can be understood also as a living mechanism, thus having additional members during the foreseen duration in line with the overall objective of the network or platform should be possible.
Specific objective 2: The specific objective 2 of this call for proposal is to strengthen CSOs in order to enhance civic participation at local and national levels through distribution of micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties) to rights-based CSOs
.

All project proposals under this specific objective 2 must propose a micro sub-grant (financial support to third parties) distribution mechanism, which would rapidly respond, in the form of direct, small-scale support, to the needs of CSOs in performing their core activities as civil society actors. 

To answer this second specific objective of the call, the proposed redistribution scheme will allow for prompt identification and selection of local support as well as timely distribution of financial assistance. For that purpose, applicants shall act as intermediary CSO(s), who will re-distribute micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties).

Each proposal shall respond only to one of the 2 specific objectives of this call for proposals. The chosen specific objective shall be indicated clearly in the application form (see annex A).  Applicants can submit more than one proposal under each of the specific objective or under different specific objectives.
Applicants shall read carefully the rules for this call for proposals (Section 2 below) referring specifically to the objective they have chosen in their application(s).
1.3. Financial allocation provided by the contracting authority

The overall indicative amount made available under this Call for Proposals is:

For specific objective 1:  € 1.000.000 
For specific objective 2: € 750.000
For both specific objectives, the Contracting Authority reserves the right not to award all available funds. In the case where the amount foreseen for a specific objective cannot be used due to insufficient quality or number of proposals received, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to reallocate the remaining funds to the other specific objective. 
Size of grants

Any grant requested under this Call for Proposals must fall between the following minimum and maximum amounts:
For specific objective 1: 
· minimum amount: € 150.000
· maximum amount: € 350.000
For specific objective 2: 

· minimum amount: € 250.000

· maximum amount: € 750.000
For both specific objectives, any grant requested under this Call for Proposals must fall between the following minimum and maximum percentage of total eligible costs of the action:
· Minimum percentage: 50 % of the total eligible costs of the action.
· Maximum percentage: 100 % of the total eligible costs of the action (see also Section 2.1.4). 
Any grant requested under this Call for Proposals must be further limited to the requested EU contribution percentage of the estimated total accepted costs
.  In case that the total accepted costs are equal to the total eligible costs, the percentage applicable to the total accepted costs applies to the total eligible costs to ensure the required co-financing.

Wherever in the Call for Proposal a reference to the percentage of eligible costs is made, the further limitation to the percentage applicable to the total accepted costs will apply.  As a reminder, before sending your proposal please check that the requested contribution is equal or less than maximum percentage of the estimated total accepted costs allowed.
The balance (i.e) the difference between the total cost of the action and the amount requested from the Contracting Authority must be financed from sources other than the European Union budget or the European Development Fund

2. Rules FOR thIS call for proposalS

These guidelines set out the rules for the submission, selection and implementation of the actions financed under this Call, in conformity with the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions, which is applicable to the present call (available on the Internet at this address: http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/procedures/implementation/index_en.htm).
2.1. Eligibility criteria

There are three sets of eligibility criteria, relating to:

· The applicant, the entity submitting the application form, if any, its co-applicant(s) (where it is not specified otherwise the applicant and the co-applicant(s) are hereinafter jointly referred as the "applicants") (2.1.1), and, if any, their affiliated entity(ies) (2.1.3);
· projects for which a grant may be awarded (2.1.3);
· types of cost that may be taken into account in setting the amount of the grant (2.1.4).
2.1.1. Eligibility of applicants (i.e. applicant and co-applicant(s))
(1)
Specific objective 1: In order to be eligible for a grant under specific objective 1, the applicant must:
· be legal persons and
· be non-profit-making and
· be non-governmental organisations (see box below) and
	Non-governmental organisations

For the purposes of this call for proposals, a non-governmental organisation or a confederation or federation of such, should be understood as NOT a state, national or international governmental institution or organisation or an organisation effectively controlled by such an institution. Whether a potential applicant is likely to be considered as effectively controlled by such an institution will depend on the extent to which an applicant can demonstrate that it is independent of the state as regards decision-making, budgetary control and the appointment of staff (including members of its controlling body). 


· be established in
 a Member State of the European Union or of an accession or official candidate country as recognised by the European Union (i.e. hence including Turkey) or of a member state of the European Economic Area (EEA) country and the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument (ENPI).
· be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the action with the co-applicant(s) and affiliated entity(ies), not acting as an intermediary and
Specific objective 2: In order to be eligible for a grant under specific objective 2, the applicant must
· be legal persons and

· be non-profit-making and

· be non-governmental organisations (see box below), universities, research centres, international organisations as defined by Article 43 of the Implementing Rules to the EC Financial Regulation
,

	Non-governmental organisations

For the purposes of this call for proposals, a non-governmental organisation or a confederation or federation of such, should be understood as NOT a state, national or international governmental institution or organisation or an organisation effectively controlled by such an institution. Whether a potential applicant is likely to be considered as effectively controlled by such an institution will depend on the extent to which an applicant can demonstrate that it is independent of the state as regards decision-making, budgetary control and the appointment of staff (including members of its controlling body). 

(NB: same as for specific objective 1)


· be established in
 a Member State of the European Union or of an accession or official candidate country as recognised by the European Union (i.e. hence including Turkey) or of a member state of the European Economic Area (EEA) country and the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument (ENPI).  This obligation does not apply to international organisations; and

· be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the action with the co-applicant(s) and affiliated entity(ies), not acting as an intermediary and

· Applicants' experience and expertise in the following fields will be an asset: 1) design and delivery of capacity building for CSOs, 2) advising authorities/donors on CSO development, 3) CSO project management, monitoring, and evaluation, 4) advocacy and lobbying, 5) fundraising, 6) public relations and communication, 7) right based approach.

For both specific objectives, the potential applicant may not participate in calls for proposals or be awarded grants if it is in any of the situations listed in Section 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions (available from the following Internet address:
http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/procedures/implementation/index_en.htm);

In Part B section 7 of the grant application form (‘Declaration by the applicant’), the applicant must declare that the applicant himself, the co-applicant(s) and affiliated entity(ies) are not in any of these situations.
Under specific objective 2, for applicants from Turkey, a co-applicant or an associate from an EU member state would be considered as an asset and vice versa in case of applicants from EU member states.

The applicant may act with co-applicant(s) as specified hereafter.

Co-applicant(s)

Co-applicant(s) participate in designing and implementing the action, and the costs they incur are eligible in the same way as those incurred by the applicant. 
Co-applicant(s) must satisfy the eligibility criteria as applicable to the applicant himself.
If awarded the Grant contract, the applicant and (if any) the co-applicants will become the Beneficiaries in the Action. In particular, the applicant will become the Beneficiary identified as the Coordinator in annex E3h1 (Special conditions). The Coordinator is the main interlocutor of the Contracting Authority. It represents and acts on behalf of any other Beneficiary (if any) and coordinate the design and implementation of the Action.
2.1.2. Affiliated entities
Affiliated entity(ies)

The applicant and its co-applicant(s) may act with affiliated entity(ies)

Only the following entities may be considered as affiliated entities to the applicant and/or to co-applicant(s):
(i)
legal entities together forming one entity, including where it is specifically established for the purpose of implementing the action. In this case, the resulting entity may apply as a applicant or co-applicant whereas the other entities as its affiliated entity(ies). 

(ii)
legal entities having a link with the applicants, notably a legal or capital link, which is neither limited to the action nor established for the sole purpose of its implementation on the condition that they satisfy the eligibility and non-exclusion criteria of an applicant.

If the applicants are awarded a contract, their affiliated entity(ies) will not be become Beneficiary(ies) of the Action and signatory(ies) of the Contract. However, they will participate in the design and  in the implementation of the Action and the costs they incur (including those incurred for Implementation Contracts and Financial Support to third parties) may be accepted as eligible costs, provided they comply with all the relevant rules already applicable to the Beneficiary(ies) under the Grant Contract. 
Affiliated entity(ies) must satisfy respectively the eligibility criteria as applicable to the applicant and to the co-applicant(s). 

Affiliated entity(ies) must sign the affiliated entity(ies) statement in Part B section 5 of the grant application form.

2.1.3. Associates and Contractors
The following entities are not applicant(s) nor affiliated entity(ies) and do not have to sign the "mandate" or "affiliated entities' statement":

· Associates

Other organisations may be involved in the action. Such associates play a real role in the action but may not receive funding from the grant, with the exception of per diem or travel costs. Associates do not have to meet the eligibility criteria referred to in section 2.1.1. Associates must be mentioned in Part B section 6 — ‘Associates of the Applicant participating in the Action’ — of the Grant Application Form. 
For specific objective 1: 

The following may be only involved as associates in the projects: International organisations
· Contractors

The grant beneficiaries and their affiliated entities are permitted to award contracts. Associates or affiliated entity(ies) cannot be also contractors in the project. Contractors are subject to the procurement rules set out in Annex IV to the standard grant contract.

· For specific objective 1, the grant beneficiaries may award financial support to third entities. These entities are neither affiliated entity(ies) nor associates nor contractors. However, they are subject to the nationality and origin rules set out in Annex IV to the standard grant contract.
For specific objective 2, the grant beneficiaries shall award financial support to third entities. In order to be awarded financial support, CSOs shall demonstrate that they use a rights-based approach as a framework that integrates the norms, principles, standards and goals of the international rights system into their plans and processes of activities. The applicants for specific objective 2 shall include this element as a key eligibility criterion for selecting awardees under their proposed grant distribution mechanism.
2.1.4. Eligible actions: actions for which an application may be made

Definition: 
An action is composed of a set of activities.

Duration

For both specific objectives, the initial planned duration of an action may not be lower than 18 months nor exceed 48 months.
For specific objective 2, the duration of micro sub-grant (financial support to third parties) contracts may not be lower than 3 months nor exceed 36 months.

Sectors or themes

Each eligible action can address only one of the specific objectives listed in Section 1.2. The chosen specific objective shall be indicated clearly in the application form. 
Location

Actions must take place in Turkey, except for specific activities, that may take place in a Member State of the European Union or of another accession or official candidate country as recognised by the European Union or in a member state of the European Economic Area (EEA), ENPI, related to study tours, participation in events, and attendance of NGO representatives to meetings and conferences, etc as long as they clearly contribute to the achievement of the project’s overall objectives. Activities related to exchange of knowledge and experience from Member State of the European Union or of another accession or official candidate country as recognised by the European Union or in a member state of the European Economic Area (EEA), ENPI can be supported only if part of a broader action. 
Types of action

Specific objective 1: for specific objective 1, support to networks and/or platforms will be focusing on:
• legal and political literacy (especially on public policy reforms and fundamental rights & freedoms) for individuals, organisations, groups and platforms in order to reinforce the watchdog and advocacy role of civil society

• initiatives aiming at influencing public reforms through participation to policy making and implementation processes. 

• actions providing support to CSOs – including grassroots –, individuals as well as groups and platforms to acquire knowledge in the areas of public policies, human rights, democracy and the EU acquis.

• strengthening the ability of networks and platforms to communicate clearly to the public their core mission, main action as well as specific advocacy and watchdog messages, campaigns and other actions.

• increase the ability of networks/platforms to strengthen the institutional capacity of their members at national and local level
This is only an indicative non-exhaustive list.
The above and other actions aiming to achieve the Specific Objective 1 of Section 1.2 could qualify for financing, except for the following types of actions which are ineligible:

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual sponsorships for participation in workshops, seminars, conferences, congresses;

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual scholarships for studies or training courses;

· actions concerned only or mainly with directly delivering social services to target groups;
· actions supporting political parties. 
Specific objective 2: for specific objective 2, applicants shall act as intermediary CSO(s), who will re-distribute micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties) to other CSOs defined as sub-grantees (see section 2.1.2 of these guidelines). Therefore, applicants are expected to design a clear mechanism where micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties) would be distributed on a rolling basis. The applicants must specify in their applications the description of the mechanism, which shall include: 
(i) the objectives and results to be obtained through the grant redistribution, 

(ii) the types of organisations that will be eligible for a micro sub-grant (financial support to third parties) and the justification for each type.

(iii) An indicative list of the types of activity eligible for micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties)
(iv) A monitoring and reporting system for the micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties).

(v) Visibility actions to raise awareness of the support of the Sivil Düşün EU programme provided to the sub-grantees by the EU.
Micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties) may cover (not exhaustively) the following areas: 

· legal and political literacy among CSOs and individuals in order to reinforce the watchdog role of civil society 

· Increased capacity of CSOs for their visibility and to raise awareness of their core mission and objectives
· Helping individuals to acquire knowledge in the areas of Copenhagen political criteria and relevant areas of the EU acquis, including but not only social rights and equal opportunities.
· Exchange of good practices among CSOs in Turkey and between CSOs in Turkey and CSOs based in the EU and in Western Balkans and ENPI countries, create and expand citizen networks, initiatives and platforms, and/or participate in European umbrella organisations and civil society platforms 

· Improving enabling environment for CSOs.

This list is indicative and not exhaustive.
All actions aiming to achieve the specific objectives in the priority areas listed in Section 1.2 provided the main activity is a grant redistribution mechanism could qualify for financing except for the following types of actions which are ineligible:
· actions concerned only or mainly with individual sponsorships for participation in workshops, seminars, conferences and congresses;

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual scholarships for studies or training courses;

· actions concerned only or mainly with directly delivering social services to target groups;

· actions supporting political parties;
· actions that are discriminatory and encouraging hatred;
· actions that are harmful to the environment.
Types of activity

Activities must be clearly designed to contribute achieving the objectives of the proposed action (See section 1.2.). 
Specific Objective 1: for specific objective 1, activities can include: 
· Reinforcement and coordination of advocacy, sensitisation and lobbying capacities of networks/platforms and their members and other relevant target groups in the area of public policies and reforms, as well as for the promotion and respect of human rights before relevant stakeholders such as the media, national authorities, regional and international human rights institutions, establishing new platforms for regular dialogues;

· Advocacy and lobbying campaigns aimed at improvement of legislation in the context of policy making processes; 

· Research, evaluation and monitoring and data collection studies in line with the core mission of the network/platform;

· Seminars, conferences, and other awareness raising initiatives;
· Training and technical assistance to support the establishment of the platform/network's mission, vision, action plan 
· Training and technical assistance as well as other direct support for the platform/network members to strengthen their capacities (e.g. for research, evaluation and monitoring activities, advocacy and lobbying activities etc.;
· Legal, counselling and administrative assistance and capacity building to new or fragile civil society organisations or initiatives, 
· Seminars, forums, web-platforms to facilitate exchange of information and best practices among network members and between networks, 

· In line with the core mission of the network/platform, sub-granting and/or direct in kind support members of the network/platform, to smaller CSOs and/or activists.
This list of activities is only indicative.
Specific Objective 2: for specific objective 2, activities can include: All project proposals shall propose micro sub-grant (financial support to third parties) distribution mechanism, which would rapidly respond in the format of direct, small-scale support to the needs of CSOs in performing their core activities as civil society actors. 

a) activities eligible under the micro-sub grants (financial support to third parties):

The following needs (not exhaustively) of CSOs may be addressed:

· operational costs

· equipment purchase 

· rent of a joint office

· collective learning activities 

· promotion of best practices and mainstreaming activities 

· small support schemes for CSOs' volunteers 

· researches, surveys and studies carried by CSOs

· visibility activities (e.g. audio, visual and printed materials, websites, events, campaigns, media advertisements etc.)

· advocacy and lobbying activities at local, regional and national level 

· resource and content development
This list is only indicative and not exhaustive. The main applicant is expected to develop it further in the description of the sub-grant distribution mechanism that will be part of its application.
b) activities eligible for the effective implementation of the overall grant redistribution mechanism

The main activity of the awarded EU grant shall be micro sub-grant (financial support to third parties) distribution to sub-grantees corresponding to at least to 60% of the total awarded EU grant. In addition to the sub-grant redistribution activity, the applicants can include in their applications the following activities that are justified for the effective implementation of the grant redistribution mechanism:

· preparation of grant applications package for distribution of micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties), including guidelines, application form etc.

· financial management of the re-granting

· information and awareness raising about the re-granting

· monitoring and evaluation of micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties) including outcome mapping on specified target groups.

·  impact evaluation of the micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties).
· Activities to ensure visibility and awareness of the Sivil Düşün EU support to the sub-grantees.

This list is indicative and not exhaustive. Other activities that are justified as necessary for the implementation of the grant distribution mechanism can be accepted so long as they are in line with specific objective 2.
For both specific objectives: 

Applicants must comply with the objectives and priorities and guarantee the visibility of the EU financing (see the Communication and Visibility Manual for EU external actions specified and published by the European Commission at http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/visibility/index_en.htm). Applicants for specific objective 2 shall guarantee compliance with the same visibility guidelines for EU financing.
Financial support to third parties 

Specific Objective 1:

Applicants may propose financial support to third parties.

Applicants may propose financial support to third parties in order to help achieving the objectives of the action. The maximum amount of financial support per third party is € 60 000.
Specific Objective 2:

Applicants shall propose financial support to third parties.

Applicants shall propose financial support to third parties in order to help achieving the objectives of the action.

The maximum amount of financial support per third party is € 10 000, 

Under the Specific Objective 2 , financial support to third parties shall be the main purpose of the action.
For the purposes of this Call, third parties are CSOs. In order to be awarded financial support, CSOs shall demonstrate that they use a rights-based approach as a framework that integrates the norms, principles, standards and goals of the international rights system into their plans and processes of activities. 
The financial support to CSOs shall aim to rapidly respond to their needs in performing their core activities as civil society actors. 
The following needs (not exhaustively) of CSOs may be addressed:

· operational costs

· equipment purchase 

· rent of a joint office

· collective learning activities 

· promotion of best practices and mainstreaming activities 

· small support schemes for CSOs' volunteers 

· researches, surveys and studies carried by CSOs

· visibility activities (e.g. audio, visual and printed materials, websites, events, campaigns, media advertisements etc.)

· advocacy and lobbying activities at local, regional and national level 

· resource and content development
This list is only indicative and not exhaustive. The main applicant is expected to develop it further in the description of the financial support award mechanism that will be part of its application.
In compliance with the present guidelines and notably of any conditions or restrictions set above, applicants should define mandatorily in section 2.1.1. of the  grant application form: 

(i) the objectives and results to be obtained with the financial support 

(ii) the different types of activities eligible for financial support, on the basis of a fixed list 

(iii) the types of persons or categories of persons which may receive financial support  

(iv) the criteria for selecting these entities and giving the financial support  

(v)  the criteria for determining the exact amount of financial support for each third entity, and 

(vi) the maximum amount which may be given.

Visibility

Applicants must comply with the objectives and priorities and guarantee the visibility of the EU financing (see the Communication and Visibility Manual for EU external actions specified and published by the European Commission at http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/visibility/index_en.htm).
Number of applications and grants per applicant

The applicant may submit more than 1 application per each specific objective under this Call for Proposals.

The applicant may not be awarded more than 1 grant per each specific objective under this Call for Proposals. The same applicant can be awarded a maximum of 2 grants provided that these are under different specific objectives. 
The applicant may be a co-applicant or an affiliated entity in another application at the same time.

A co-applicant may submit more than 1 application per each specific objective under this Call for Proposals.

A co-applicant may be awarded more than 1 grant per under different specific objectives under this Call for Proposals.

A co-applicant may be an affiliated entity in another application at the same time.

The affiliated entity(ies) may take part in more than 1 application.

2.1.5. Eligibility of costs: costs that can be included 
Only ‘eligible costs’ can be covered by a grant. The categories of costs that are eligible and non-eligible are indicated below. The budget is both a cost estimate and a ceiling for ‘eligible costs’. 
The reimbursement of eligible costs may be based on any or a combination of the following forms:
· actual costs incurred by the Beneficiary(ies) and affiliated entity(ies)
· one or more simplified cost options.
Simplified cost options may take the form of:
· unit costs: covering all or certain specific categories of eligible costs which are clearly identified in advance by reference to an amount per unit.

· lump sums: covering in global terms all or certain specific categories of eligible costs which are clearly identified in advance.

· flat-rate financing: covering specific categories of eligible costs which are clearly identified in advance by applying a percentage fixed ex ante.
The amounts or rates have to be based on estimates using objective data such as statistical data or any other objective means or with reference to certified or auditable historical data of the applicants or the affiliated entity(ies). The methods used to determine the amounts or rates of unit costs, lump sums or flat-rates must comply with the criteria established in Annex K, and especially ensure that the costs correspond fairly to the actual costs incurred by the Grant Beneficiary(ies) and affiliated entity(ies), are in line with their accounting practices, no profit is made and the costs are not already covered by other sources of funding (no double funding). Refer to Annex K for directions and a checklist of controls to assess the minimum necessary conditions that provide reasonable assurance for the acceptance of the proposed amounts.
The applicant proposing this form of reimbursement, must clearly indicate in worksheet no.1 of Annex B, each heading/item  of eligible costs concerned by this type of financing, i.e. add the reference in capital letters to "UNIT RATE" (per month/flight etc), "LUMPSUM" or "FLAT RATE" in the Unit column. (see example in Annex K)

Additionally in Annex B, in the second column of worksheet no.2, "Justification of the estimated costs" per each of the corresponding budget item or heading the applicant must:

· describe the information and methods used to establish the amounts of unit costs, lump sums and/or flat-rates, to which costs they refer, etc.
· clearly explain the formulas for calculation of the final eligible amount

· identify the beneficiary who will use the simplified cost option (in case of affiliated entity, specify first the beneficiary), in order to verify the maximum amount per each beneficiary (which includes if applicable simplified cost options of its affiliated entity(ies))
At contracting phase, the Contracting Authority decides whether to accept the proposed amounts or rates on the basis of the provisional budget submitted by the applicant, by analysing factual data of grants carried out by the applicant or of similar actions and by performing checks established by Annex K. 
The total amount of financing on the basis of simplified cost options that can be authorised by the Contracting Authority for any of the applicants individually (including simplified cost options proposed by their own affiliated entities) cannot exceed EUR 60 000 (the indirect costs are not taken into account). 

Applicants for specific objective 2 are expected to distribute minimum % 60 of direct eligible costs of their budget as micro sub-grants (financial support to third parties).

Recommendations to award a grant are always subject to the condition that the checks preceding the signing of the contract do not reveal problems requiring changes to the budget (such as arithmetical errors, inaccuracies, unrealistic costs and ineligible costs). The checks may give rise to requests for clarification and may lead the Contracting Authority to impose modifications or reductions to address such mistakes or inaccuracies. It is not possible to increase the grant or the percentage of EU co-financing as a result of these corrections.
It is therefore in the applicant’s interest to provide a realistic and cost-effective budget.

Eligible direct costs

To be eligible under the Call for Proposals, costs must comply with the provisions of Article 14 of the General Conditions to the Standard Grant Contract (see Annex G of the Guidelines).
Contingency reserve

The budget may include a contingency reserve not exceeding 5 % of the estimated direct eligible costs. It can only be used with the prior written authorisation of the Contracting Authority.

Eligible indirect costs

The indirect costs incurred in carrying out the action may be eligible for flat-rate funding, but the total must not exceed 7 % of the estimated total eligible direct costs. Indirect costs are eligible provided that they do not include costs assigned to another budget heading in the standard grant contract. The applicant may be asked to justify the percentage requested before the contract is signed. However, once the flat rate has been fixed in the special conditions of the standard grant contract, no supporting documents need to be provided.
If any of the applicants or affiliated entity(ies) is in receipt of an operating grant financed by the EU, it may not claim indirect costs on its incurred costs within the proposed budget for the action.
Contributions in kind

Contributions in kind mean the provision of goods or services to a Beneficiary(ies) or affiliated entity(ies)  free of charge by a third party. As contributions in kind do not involve any expenditure for a Beneficiary(ies) or affiliated entity(ies), they are not eligible costs. 
Contributions in kind may not be treated as co-financing

However, if the description of the action as proposed includes contributions in kind, the contributions have to be made.
Ineligible costs

The following costs are not eligible:

· debts and debt service charges (interest);
· provisions for losses or potential future liabilities;
· costs declared by the Beneficiary(ies) and financed by another action or work programme receiving a Union (including through EDF) grant;

· purchases of land or buildings, 

· currency exchange losses;
· credit to third parties.
· conversion costs, charges and exchange losses associated with any of the component specific euro accounts, as well as other purely financial expenses;

· credit to third parties

· taxes, including value added taxes;

· customs and import duties, or any other charges;

· fines, financial penalties and expenses of litigation;

· operating costs;

· second hand equipment;

· bank charges, costs of guarantees and similar charges;

· contributions in kind;

2.2. How to apply and the procedures to follow

Prior registration in PADOR for this Call for Proposals is obligatory for all applicants and affiliated entity(ies).
PADOR is an on-line database in which organisations register and update their data regularly, through the EuropeAid website: http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/onlineservices/pador/index_en.htm
Before starting to register your organisation in PADOR, please read the ‘Quick guide’ on the website. It explains the registration process.
It is strongly recommended to register in PADOR when you start drafting your proposal and not to wait until just before the deadline of submission.

On the paper version of the proposal you must give your EuropeAid ID (EID). To get this ID, your organisation must enter PADOR to register, save and ‘sign’ certain obligatory data (the fields shown in orange on each screen) and the related documents (see section 2.4).

2.2.1. Application forms
Applications must be submitted in accordance with the instructions on the Concept Note and the Full Application form in the Grant Application Form annexes to these Guidelines (Annex A) 
Applicants must apply in English.
Any error or major discrepancy related to the points listed in the instructions on the Concept Note or any major inconsistency in the application form (e.g. if the amounts in the budget worksheets are inconsistent) may lead to the rejection of the application.
Clarifications will only be requested when the information provided is unclear and thus prevents the Contracting Authority from conducting an objective assessment.
Hand-written applications will not be accepted.

Please note that only the application form and the published annexes which have to be filled in (budget, logical framework) will be evaluated. It is therefore of utmost importance that these documents contain ALL the relevant information concerning the action. No additional annexes should be sent.
2.2.2. Where and how to send Applications

Applications must be submitted in one original and one copies in A4 size, each bound. The complete application form (Part A: concept note and Part B: full application form), budget and logical framework must also be supplied in electronic format (CD-Rom) in a separate and single file (i.e. the application form must not be split into several different files). The electronic file must contain exactly the same application as the paper version enclosed.
The Checklist (Section 6 of Part B the grant application form) and the Declaration by the applicant (Section 7 of Part B of the grant application form) must be stapled separately and enclosed in the envelope.

Once all Concept Notes have been assessed, a list will be drawn up with the proposed actions ranked according to their total score. 

First, only the Concept Notes with a score of at least 30 will be considered for pre-selection. 

Secondly, the number of Concept Notes will be reduced, taking account of the ranking, to the number of Concept Notes whose total aggregate amount of requested contributions is equal to at least 200% of the available budget for this Call for Proposals. The amount of requested contributions of each concept note will be based on the indicative financial envelopes for each specific objective.
After the evaluation of Concept Notes, the Contracting Authority will send letters to all applicants, indicating whether their application was submitted by the deadline, informing them of the reference number they have been allocated, whether the Concept Note was evaluated and the results of that evaluation. The Evaluation Committee will then proceed with the applicants whose proposals have been pre-selected.
(2) STEP 2: EVALUATION OF THE FULL APPLICATION 
First, the following will be assessed:

· The full application form satisfies all the criteria specified in points 1-8 of the Checklist (Section 7 of Part B of the grant application form). If any of the requested information is missing or is incorrect, the application may be rejected on that sole basis and the application will not be evaluated further.

The quality of the applications, including the proposed budget and capacity of the applicants and affiliated entity(ies), will be evaluated using the evaluation criteria in the evaluation grid below. There are two types of evaluation criteria: selection and award criteria.
The selection criteria help to evaluate the applicant(s)'s and the co-applicant(s) 's operational capacity and the applicant's financial capacity and to ensure that they:
· have stable and sufficient sources of finance to maintain their activity throughout the proposed action and, where appropriate, to participate in its funding;

· have the management capacity, professional competencies and qualifications required to successfully complete the proposed action. This also applies to any affiliated entity(ies) of the applicants.

The award criteria help to evaluate the quality of the applications in relation to the objectives and priorities, and to award grants to projects which maximise the overall effectiveness of the Call for Proposals. They help to select applications which the Contracting Authority can be confident will comply with its objectives and priorities. They cover the relevance of the action, its consistency with the objectives of the Call for Proposals, quality, expected impact, sustainability and cost-effectiveness.

Scoring:

If the answer is negative to one or more of the criteria, the application will be rejected.

Provisional selection

After the evaluation, a table will be drawn up listing the applications ranked according to their score and within the limits of the funds available. In addition, a reserve list will be drawn up following the same criteria to be used if more funds should become available during the validity period of the reserve list.
(3) STEP 3: VERIFICATION OF ELIGIBILITY OF THE APPLICANTs AND AFFILIATED ENTITY(IES)
The eligibility verification, based on the supporting documents requested by the Contracting Authority (see Section 2.4) will only be performed for the applications that have been provisionally selected according to their score and within the available financial envelope.

This obligation does not apply to public bodies and international organisations provided that the international organisation in question offers the guarantees provided for in the applicable Financial Regulation, as described in Chapter 6 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions.

3. A copy of the applicant’s latest accounts (the profit and loss account and the balance sheet for the last financial year for which the accounts have been closed)
.
4. Legal entity sheet (see annex D of these Guidelines) duly completed and signed by each of the applicants, accompanied by the justifying documents requested there. If the applicants have already signed a contract with the Contracting Authority, instead of the legal entity sheet and supporting documents, the legal entity number may be provided, unless a change in legal status occurred in the meantime.

5. A financial identification form of the applicant conforming to the model attached at Annex E of these Guidelines, certified by the bank to which the payments will be made. This bank should be located in the country where the applicant is established. If the applicant has already submitted a financial identification form in the past for a contract where the European Commission was in charge of the payments and intends to use the same bank account, a copy of the previous financial identification form may be provided instead.

Where the requested supporting documents are not uploaded in PADOR they must be supplied in the form of originals, photocopies or scanned versions (i.e. showing legible stamps, signatures and dates) of the said originals. However, the Legal entity sheet and the financial identification form must always be submitted in original.
Where such documents are not in one of the official languages of the European Union, a translation into English of the relevant parts of these documents proving the applicant(s)'s eligibility, must be attached and will prevail for the purpose of analysing the application.

Where these documents are in an official language of the European Union other than English, it is strongly recommended, in order to facilitate the evaluation, to provide a translation of the relevant parts of the documents, proving the applicant’s eligibility, into English.

If the abovementioned supporting documents are not provided before the deadline indicated in the request for supporting documents sent to the applicant by the Contracting Authority, the application may be rejected.

After verifying the supporting documents, the Evaluation Committee will make a final recommendation to the Contracting Authority, which will decide on the award of grants.

2.5. Notification of the Contracting Authority’s decision
2.5.1. Content of the decision

The applicant will be informed in writing of the Contracting Authority’s decision concerning their application and, if rejected, the reasons for the negative decision. 
An applicant believing that it has been harmed by an error or irregularity during the award process may lodge a complaint. See further Section 2.4.15 of the Practical Guide.

2.6. Conditions for implementation after the Contracting Authority’s decision to award a grant

Following the decision to award a grant, the Beneficiary will be offered a contract based on the Contracting Authority’s standard grant contract (see Annex G of these Guidelines). By signing the application form (Annex A of these Guidelines), the applicant agrees, if awarded a grant, to accept the contractual conditions of the standard grant contract. 
Implementation contracts

Where implementation of the action requires the Beneficiary(ies) and its affiliated entity(ies) (if any) to award procurement contracts, it must award the contract to the tenderer offering the best value for money, that is to say, the best price-quality ratio, in compliance with the principles of transparency and equal treatment for potential contractors, care being taken to avoid any conflict of interests. To this end, the Beneficiary must follow the procedures set out in Annex IV to the standard grant contract.
2.7. Early warning system and central exclusion database 

The applicants and, if they are legal entities, the persons who have powers of representation, decision-making or control over them, are informed that, should they be in one of the situations mentioned in:
· Commission Decision of 16.12.2008 on the Early Warning System (EWS) for the use of authorising officers of the Commission and the executive agencies (OJ, L 344, 20.12.2008, p.125) or

�	To be determined on the basis of the organisation’s statutes, which should demonstrate that it has been established by an instrument governed by the national law of the country concerned and that its head office is located in an eligible country. In this respect, any legal entity whose statutes have been established in another country cannot be considered an eligible local organisation, even if the statutes are registered locally or a ‘Memorandum of Understanding’ has been concluded. 


�	International organisations are international public-sector organisations set up by intergovernmental agreements as well as specialised agencies set up by them; the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) and the International Federation of National Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies are also recognised as international organisations.


�	To be determined on the basis of the organisation’s statutes, which should demonstrate that it has been established by an instrument governed by the national law of the country concerned and that its head office is located in an eligible country. In this respect, any legal entity whose statutes have been established in another country cannot be considered an eligible local organisation, even if the statutes are registered locally or a ‘Memorandum of Understanding’ has been concluded. 


�	Examples: - for staff costs: number of hours or days of work * hourly or daily rate pre-set according to the category of personnel concerned;- for travel expenses: distance in km * pre-set cost of transport per km; number of days * daily allowance pre-set according to the country;- for specific costs arising from the organization of an event: number of participants at the event * pre-set total cost per participant etc.


�	Which corresponds to Sections 3 and 4 of Part B of the application form.


�	No supporting document will be requested for applications for a grant not exceeding EUR 60 000.


�	Where applicants and/or (a) affiliated entity(ies)  is a public body created by a law, a copy of the said law must be provided.


�	To be inserted only where the eligibility conditions have not changed from one call for proposals to the other.


� 	This obligation does not apply to natural persons who have received a scholarship or that are in most need in receipt of direct support, nor to public bodies and to international organisations. It does not apply either when the accounts are in practice the same documents as the external audit report already provided pursuant to Section 2.4.2. 


� Note that according to the financial regulation, notifications to the applicant on the outcome of the evaluation of their applications must take place within 6 months following the submission deadline of the full application, save in exceptional cases, in particular for complex actions, large number of proposals or where there have been delays attributable to the applicants where this limit may be exceeded. Multi-beneficiary calls can be considered as complex actions calls and therefore may benefit from an exemption to the 6 month rule. The 6 months rule only applies in case of direct centralized management.


� Note that according to the financial regulation, the signing of a grant contract with the applicant must take place within 3 months from when it was notified the decision to award a contract. However, in exceptional circumstance, in particular for complex actions launched for large number of proposals or where there have been delays attributable to the applicants (or their applications) this limit may be exceeded. The 3 months rule only applies in case of direct centralised management.
