Applicant requirements: Any organisation can apply for funding. We do not accept project bids submitted by individuals. Please note that we do not limit the number of bids any applicant can make, but each project budget should not exceed £5-6,000. In exceptional cases the budget can be increased up to £10,000. Please note that we cannot make pre-payments; the successful bidders should make the payment and then ask us to reimburse these expenses. The implementer should be able to receive money transfers from us.

Partnerships: A partnership framework/Co-funding to support the broader engagement of a project can strengthen your bid.

Implementation time frame: Successful applicants will implement their projects from May 2014 to March 2015, so please plan accordingly.
